VII. Fitting the Receiver

IMPORTANT:

The proper fit and placement of your Receiver are important for effective training. The Metal
Prongs with Conductive Silicone Caps must have direct contact with your dog's skin on the
underside of his neck. To ensure a proper fit, please follow these steps:

1. Make sure that the Receiver is turned off.

2. Let your dog stand on four feet or lay down fully (A).

3. Place the Receiver on your dog's neck close to the ears. Center the Metal Prongs underneath
your dog's neck, touching the skin (B).

Note: It is sometimes necessary to trim the hair around the Metal Prongs to make
sure that contact is consistent.

4. The Receiver should fit snugly, yet loose enough to allow one finger to fit between the strap
and your dog's neck (C).

5. Allow your dog to wear the Receiver for several minutes then recheck the fit. Check the fit
again as your dog becomes more comfortable with the Receiver.

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6. To attach the collar to the Receiver, please follow the following steps as instructed to thread
the strap.

CAUTION:

-Never attach a leash to the collar.

X. Training Tip

How to find the best stimulation for your dog?

Important: Always start at the lowest level and work your way up. The Remote Training Collar
has 3 levels of Ultrasonic, 8 types of Warning Tones, 16 levels of Vibration, and 99 levels of
Shock. For Ultrasonic and Warning Tones, there are only frequency differences. For Vibration
and Shock, level 1 is the lowest; the highest level for Vibration is level 16, and level 99 for Shock.
This allows you to choose the Stimulation Level that is best for your dog. Once you have placed
the Receiver on your dog, itis time to find the Stimulation Level that is best for him. This is called
the Recognition Level.

When using the four modes of training, follow the principle of starting from gentle to strong. Begin
with the Warning Tone and Vibration mode, and only use the Ultrasonic mode if necessary. The
high-frequency Ultrasonic sound waves provide a strong stimulation to the dog's sense of hearing
without causing harm, making it more effective than the Warning Tone and Vibration mode. The
Shock mode should be used only as a last resort. Additionally, combining these methods with
positive reinforcement, such as rewards and praise, can enhance the training effectiveness.
Aslight change in your dog's behavior, such as looking around in curiosity, scratching at his
collar, or flicking his ears, indicates the Recognition Level that is best for your dog.

Follow the steps below to find your dog's Recognition Level:

1.Starting at Level 1, press the Warning Tone/Vibration/Shock Button continuously for 1 to 2
seconds.

Note: When the Warning Tone/Vibration/Shock Button is held down for 10 consecutive seconds,
the Remote Transmitter will "time out", and you must release and press the button again before
additional stimulation can be delivered.
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2. If your dog shows no reaction, repeat the Stimulation Level several times before moving up to
the next level.

3. YOURDOG SHOULD NOT WHINE OR PANIC WHEN RECEIVING STIMULATION. IF THIS
HAPPENS, THE STIMULATION LEVEL IS TOO HIGHAND YOU NEED TO GO BACK TO THE
PREVIOUS LEVEL AND REPEAT THE PROCESS.

4. Move up through the Stimulation Levels until your dog reliably responds to the stimulation.

5. If your dog continues to show no response at the highest level of Vibration or Static Shock,
check the fit of the Receiver. If your dog has long or thick hair, contact our Customer Care
Center to obtain a longer set of Contact Points. Then go back to #1 and repeat the process.

If this still does not yield any results, your dog's hair will need to be trimmed around the Contact
Points.

If after completing all of these steps, your dog still does not indicate he is feeling the stimulation,
please contact our customer service.

How to capture your dog’s attention by Ultrasonic Sound?

Press the Ultrasonic mode to emit an ultrasonic sound that can effectively capture your dog's
attention. This will make it easier for them to understand and respond to your training commands.
While your dog engages in unwanted behaviors such as barking, jumping, stealing food, or
chewing inappropriately, quickly press the Ultrasonic Button. At the same time, give a verbal
command like “NO”, “QUIET”, “SIT”, “STAY”, or “OFF” to help train your dog to stop the undesired
behavior.

Note: This feature is specifically designed for dogs. It may not be audible to all humans. Avoid
placing it near human ears.

How to Maximize the Ultrasonic Transmission Distance?
1. Choose aclear, open area without shade. Avoid dense woods, buildings, strong winds, and
moisture. Limit use in high temperatures and humidity to ensure better transmission.

2. Aim the Ultrasonic Emission Port directly at the dog, keeping it aligned in a straight line.

3. Regularly clean the Ultrasonic Emission Port on the dog training collar to prevent dust and
moisture, ensuring optimal ultrasonic sound output.

How to Maximize the Wireless Remote Distance?

Terrain, weather, vegetation, transmission from other radio devices, and other factors will affect
the maximum range.

Hold the Remote Transmitter in a horizontal position away from your body to achieve optimum
range. For maximum signal strength, keep the device properly charged.

*Avoid touching the antenna or the range may decrease substantially.

Xl. Frequently Asked Questions

Q: Is the Stimulation safe for my dog?

A: While the Stimulation is unpleasant, it is harmless to your dog. Electronic training devices
require interaction and training from the owner to achieve desired results.

Q: How old does my dog have to be before using the Dog Training Collar Mode?
A: Your dog should be able to recognize basic obedience commands such as “Sit” or “Stay”.

Dogs should be at least 6 months old before using the Trainer.

Q: Once my dog is trained and has been obeying my commands, will he have

to continue to wear the Receiver?

A: Probably not. You may need to reinforce training with the Receiver from time to time.

Q: Is the Receiver waterproof?

A: Yes. The Receiver meets the IP67 waterproof rating, but make sure to keep the area dry when

charging.
Note: The Remote Transmitter is not waterproof.

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Q: Will | get a maximum range with the Remote Training Collar?

A: The range of the Dog Training Collar will vary according to terrain, weather, vegetation, as
well as transmission from other radio devices. See "How to Maximize the Wireless Remote
Distance?" on page 19 for tips on maximizing your range.

Q: How long can | continuously deliver stimulation to my dog?

A: The maximum amount of time you can press the Warning Tone/Vibration/Shock/Ultrasonic
button and deliver stimulation to your dog continuously is 10 seconds. After this, the Remote
Transmitter will time out, and these stimulation buttons must be released and pressed again.

Q: How do I know if | can use this product for my dog?

A: The product is designed for healthy dogs over 6 months old. Most importantly, this product
cannot be used on unhealthy or aggressive dogs, and if you are unsure whether this productis
appropriate for your pet, please consult your veterinarian or a certified trainer.

Q: Can I charge this product with any type of charger?

A: No, you are suggested to charge this product with a charger of 5V output voltage, because a
charger with an output voltage over 5V may cause damage to the product. The product will stop
charging automatically if the input voltage becomes too high and delivers a warning tone.
