5.1 Power Supply Options

This device has two power supply options.

Plug it in: Continuous flow and intermittent flow are optional.

Unplug (battery-powered): Switching water outlet modes is not available.

®Plugitin
After connecting the device via Bluetooth, you can switch between the two modes
according to your needs. You can also pause water dispensing on the App.

Note: The device will automatically resume work after a 10-minute pause to
ensure water is always available for your pets.

The device dispenses water continuously. The device dispenses water intermittently.
